I. The Timing of Temptation
a. Happens after great blessings (v. 2-5)
“Wherefore let him that thinketh he standeth take heed lest he fall.” (I Corinthians 10:12)
“Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour:” (I Peter 5:8)
b. Happens continually (v.10)
“And when the devil had ended all the temptation, he departed from him for a season.” (Luuke 4:13)

II. The Attitude Towards Temptation
a. Our sin is against God (v. 9)
“Against thee, thee only, have I sinned, and done this evil in thy sight: that thou mightest be justified when thou speakest, and be clear when thou judgest.” (Psalm 51:4)
b. Our integrity matters 
“The eyes of the LORD are in every place, beholding the evil and the good.” (Proverbs 15:3)

III. The Response to Temptation
a. Overcome by running away
“But put ye on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make not provision for the flesh, to fulfill the lusts thereof.” (Romans 13:14)
“Flee fornication” (I Corinthians 6:18a)
“But thou, O man of God, flee these things;” (I Timothy 6:11a)
“Flee also youthful lusts:” (II Timothy 2:22a)
Quote: “You cannot keep birds from flying over your head, but you can keep them from building a nest in your hair.” -Martin Luther
b. Overcome with God’s help
“There hath no temptation taken you but such as is common to man: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the temptation also make a way to escape, that ye may be able to bear it.” (I Corinthians 10:13)
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
