I. The Lord Is Present 
a. Our Understanding
The steps of a good man are ordered by the LORD: and he delighteth in his way. (Psalm 37:23)
b. The Lord’s Presence
Fear thou not; for I am with thee: be not dismayed; for I am thy God: I will strengthen thee; yea, I will help thee; yea, I will uphold thee with the right hand of my righteousness. (Isaiah 41:10)

II. Serving Is Continued 
a. Our Responsibilities
Whatsoever thy hand findeth to do, do it with thy might… (Ecclesiastes 9:10a)
And whatsoever ye do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God and the Father by him. (Colossians 3:17)
And whatsoever ye do, do it heartily, as to the Lord, and not unto men; (Colossians 3:23)
b. God’s Resources
It is of the LORD'S mercies that we are not consumed, because his compassions fail not. They are new every morning: great is thy faithfulness. (Lamentations 3:23-24)

III. People Need Ministering
And the captain of the guard charged Joseph with them, and he served them: and they continued a season in ward (Genesis 40:4)
